Fitting/replacing the bulbs

When changing a bulb, always switch off at the mains
and allow the bulb to cool before handling. Dispose of
used bulbs carefully. Use a soft cloth to handle bulbs,
avoid directly touching the bulbs as this will shorten
their life. Do not exceed the wattage stated or use a
different shape bulb from that indicated on the fitting.
Remove circlip by squeezing tabs together, to release the
bulb. Twist the bulb to remove from the lampholder.

To refit, twist the bulb into the lampholder, fit into
place. Fit the circlip into place by squeezing the tabs
together and clipping into place.

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Installation

 Ensure the mains is disconnected. Remove the
existing fitting and discard.

« Disconnect the wiring, and connect the chosen
lampholder for mains voltage halogen GU10

« Fit the extended spring clips to the downlight and fit
the downlight into the surround.

Wiring

This product is double insulated and must not be
earthed. If there are any incoming earth cables, they
must be joined together and well insulated with good

quality insulation tape. This is to ensure earth continuity
throughout your property.

SUPPLY

This product has no special protection against the
ingress of moisture, and is rated as IP20.

This product is suitable for use in

The mains supply must be fitted to a 30mA RCD.
